Bilindidi iizere, Tiirkiye Un Sanayicileri Federasyonu (TUSAF) olarak tilkemiz basta
olmak iizere tiim Diinyanin en kilit gida maddesini olusturan un sanayisini tem-
sil eden bir sivil toplum kurulusu olarak sektdriimiiziin ihtiyaclar dogrultusunda
calismalarin yiriitiilmesi, sorunlarina ¢6ziim aranmasi ve sektoriin istikrarli bir
bicimde gelismesine yonelik olarak hizmet vermeye devam etmekteyiz. Bu amag
dogrultusunda bizlerden desteklerini esirgemeyen siz dederli okurlarimiz, sektor
paydaslarimiz, kamu kurum ve kuruluslanmiza tesekkiir ederim.

Son 9 yildir ihracat liderligini siirdiirmiis oldugumuz un sektoriinde gostermis
oldugumuz dzveriyle basarilanimizin katlanarak artacadina inaniyorum. icinde
bulundugumuz hasat sezonu oldukga verimli gegmekte. Bolgeden gelen rakamlar
oldukea umut verici. 2023 hasat sezonu subat ayinin sonuna kadar son 60 yilin en
kurak aylarini gérmiis olsa da mart ayinda ortalamanin iizerindeki yagdislarla iire-
ticilerimizin yiizleri giildii ve dolayisiyla rekolte beklentilerimiz yiikseldi. Rekolte
beklentimizin yiikselmesiyle tiretimin tiiketimi ge¢gmesini umutla beklemekteyiz.
Ulkemiz 20 milyon tonu gecen bir iiretim gerceklestirirse, kendi dengesini sagla-
mis olacaktir.

Devletimiz (reticimizi korumak i¢in giiclii adimlar atmaya devam ediyor, 2022
sezonunda aciklanan bugday alim fiyati ve verilen prim destedi ile giiclenen iire-
tim politikamiz, gectigimiz ay Cumhurbaskanimiz Sayin Recep Tayyip Erdogan
tarafindan agiklanan TMO 2023 bugday ve arpa alim fiyatlariyla da beklentileri
karsilayarak memnuniyet yaratmistir. “Hububat Uretim Primi” destegiyle birlikte
lireticilerimizin eline gececek miktar ton basina ekmeklik bugdayda 9 bin 250 TL,
arpada ise 7.500 TL olarak belirlenmistir. Bizde sanayiciler olarak iiretimin artmasi
diinyada ve ilkemizde yasanan fiyat gerilemelerinden dolayi olduk¢a memnunuz.
Belirlenen bu fiyatlarin beklenen rekolte ile iilkemiz adina hayirlara vesile olmasini
dilemekteyim.

The Turkish Flour Industrialists’ Federation (TFIF), as a non-governmental organization
representing the flour industry, which constitutes the most key food item in the world,
especially in our country, we continue to work in line with the needs of our industry, to
seek solutions to its problems and to provide services for the stable development of the
industry. | would like to thank you, our esteemed readers, sector stakeholders, public in-
stitutions, and organizations for your unwavering support for this purpose.

| believe that our success will increase exponentially with the dedication we have shown
to the flour industry, where we have been the export leader for the last 9 years. The cur-
rent harvest season is quite productive. The numbers from the region are quite promising.
Although the 2023 harvest season saw the driest months of the last 60 years until the
end of February, our producers are pleased at the above-average rainfall in March, thus
increasing our yield expectations. We expect production to exceed consumption as our
yield expectation rises. If our country realizes a production exceeding 20 million tons, it
will have achieved its own balance.

Our government continues to take strong steps to protect our producers. Our production
policy, strengthened by the wheat purchase price announced in the 2022 season and the
premium support given, has created satisfaction by meeting the expectations with the
TMO 2023 wheat and barley purchase prices announced by the President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan last month.

Tiirkiye Un Sanayicileri Federasyonu (TUSAF) olarak kuruldugumuz giinden
bugiine kadar 300°den fazla liyemiz ve 8 b6lge dernedimizle i¢ piyasada iirlin
arzimizi kesintisiz bir sekilde gerceklestirirken ayni zamanda Diinyada da
son 9 yildir ihracat liderligini siirdiirdiigiimiiz un sektériinde hizmet vererek
Diinya sofralarinda yerimizi almaktayiz. Ayni zamanda Anadolu Un Sanayi-
cileri Dernegi(AUSD) olarak 50’ye yakin un sanayicimizi temsil etmekte ve 3
milyon ton iiretim kapasitesi ve yaklasik %22’lik pay ile iilkemizin en ¢ok un
fabrikasi bulunduran bélgelerinin basinda gelmekteyiz.

Sanayimizin ve beslenmemizin temelini olusturan bugday, icinde bulundu-
gumuz tiim konjektiirel birlikte diisiiniildiigiinde hi¢ olmadidi kadar 6nem
tasimaktadir. iklim degisikligi, kuraklik ve 6zellikle de bizleri éniimiizdeki 10
yil gibi kisa siire i¢inde biiyiik bir su krizi bekledigi 6ngoriilmektedir. Tiim bu
kiiresel riskler eklendiginde nesillerdir bugdayin ana vatani olan topragimiza
olan borcumuzu 6demeli ve her kosulda liretimimizi arttirmaya yonelmeli-
yiz. Gida sanayisinin vazgecilemez bir unsur oldugu gercedinden yola ¢ikarak
ilerleyen donemlerde gida krizinin éniine ge¢mek adina biz sanayiciler olarak
yolumuzun tarimsal {iretimde siirdiiriilebilirlik ve gida giivenligi oldugunu
biliyoruz. Yani basimizda yasanan Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi, iklim degisikligi ve
kiiresel riskler gidaya ulasmamizin her gegen giin riskli hala getirmekte.

Gida sanayimizin geliserek biiyiimesinin anahtarinin da tarimda yeterli mik-
tarda ve uygun kalitede hammaddeyi siirekli temin etmek de sakl oldugu
bilincindeyiz. Burada sanayici ve iretici isbirliklerinin yani s6zlesmeli tarimin
bizlerin éniinii aydinlatacadi kaanatindeyim. Tarim Bakanligimiz ve Toprak
Mahsulleri Ofisi(TMO)mizin emekleri ile tarimsal Giretimde bugdayin strate-
jik Griin olarak belirlenmesinin farkindaliklari arttiracadi ve bizlere kaynak-
larimizin sonsuz olmadigini hatirlatacagini umut ediyorum. Bu kapsamda
Cumhurbaskanimiz Sayin Recep Tayyip Erdogan tarafindan agiklanan 2023
yil hububat alim fiyatlar hem ciftcilerimizin hem de biz sanayicilerimizin yii-
ziini glildiirdii. Tanmsal iiretimin dnceliklendirildigi bu politikalar sayesinde
Oniimiizdeki yillarda bizleri bekleyen gida krizi tehlikelerine karsi hazirlikli
olacagimiz diisiincesindeyim.

As the Turkish Flour Industrialists’ Federation (TFIF), we have been providing our
products in the domestic market uninterruptedly with our more than 300 mem-
bers and 8 regional associations since the day we were founded. We take our
place in the world tables by serving in the flour sector, where we have been the
export leader in the world for the last 9 years. At the same time, as the Anatolian
Flour Industrialists Association (AUSD), we represent nearly 50 flour industria-
lists, and we are one of the regions with the most flour factories in our country
with a production capacity of 3 million tons and a share of approximately 22%.

Wheat, which forms the basis of our industry and nutrition, is more important
than ever when considered together with all the conjectural conditions we are in.

In
my opinion, industrialist, and producer cooperation, that is, contract agriculture,
will enlighten the way for us. | hope that the determination of wheat as a stra-
tegic product in agricultural production with the efforts of Republic of Turkey
Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry and Turkish Grain Board (TMO) will raise
awareness and remind us that our resources are not endless. In this context, the
grain purchase prices for 2023 announced by our President, Mr. Recep Tayyip
Erdogan, made both our farmers and our industrialists pleased. Thanks to these
policies, which prioritize agricultural production, I think that we will be prepared
for the dangers of the food crisis that await us in the coming years.

as industrialists, know that our way, as industrialists, is susta-
inability and food safety in agricultural production, in order to
prevent the food crisis in the future. We have a high potential
to provide resources as raw materials for production through
contract agriculture. If we can bring our production to the le-
vel of our potential by expanding our cultivation areas, we can
crown our export championship with our own wheat. Increa-
sing our production will not only by increasing the cultivation
areas, but also by following the technological developments
and foreseeing the dangers that await us in the future. Althou-
gh the 2023 harvest season saw the driest months of the last 60
years until the end of February, our producers were pleased at
the above-average rainfall in March, thus increasing our yield
expectations. We expect production to exceed consumption as
our yield expectation rises. If our country realizes a production
exceeding 20 million tons, it will ensure its own balance.”

KKTC Tanim ve Dogal Kaynaklar Bakani Dursun Oguz da Gir-
ne’deki TUSAF Kongresi’nde yaptig konusmada Covid-19 pan-
demisi ve Rusya-Ukrayna savasinin tahil iiretiminin dnemini
bir kez daha gozler oniine serdigini belirterek, siirdiiriilebilir
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Congress Main Sponsor ERKPORT Chairman of the Board Tolga
Emrah Gezgin, on the other hand, stated that the importance
of grain logistics has increased during the Covid-19 pandemic
and the Russia-Ukraine war, and pointed out that Turkey, whi-
ch is in a critical position in this field, plays a vital role in avoi-
ding a food crisis in the world.

Speaking at the opening of the congress, Turkish Grain Board
(TMO) General Manager Ahmet Giildal said that they expect a
yield of more than 20 million tons in wheat due to the rains
that came after February and added, “We are getting ready to
manage a period of abundance.” He stated that TMO is ready
to purchase grain at 500 purchase points, 200 of which are li-
censed warehouses. Mr. Giildal, also shared information on the
flour regulation studies carried out by TMO, stated that 10.5
million tons of wheat was sold within the scope of the program
that has been implemented for 21 months. Giildal also thanked
the flour industrialists who mobilized to send bread and flour
to the disaster area after the earthquake disaster on 6 Febru-
ary.

Mr. Dursun Oguz, Minister of Agriculture and Natural Resour-
ces of the TRNC, in his speech at the TFIF Congress in Kyrenia,
stated that the Covid-19 pandemic and the Russia-Ukraine war

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The first session of the second day started with the main theme
of the congress, “Technological Transformations in Production
and Global Risks” panel. In the session moderated by Halic
University Faculty Member Prof. Dr. Mehmet Pala, Institute
for Future Research Chairman of the Board Coskun Dolanbay,
Agronomist ibrahim Oguz from Frankfurt School, Grain and
Pulses Processing Technologies Storage and Analysis Systems
Association (TABADER) Chairman of the Board Prof. Dr. Musta-
fa Bayram, Artificial Intelligence Policy Association (AIPA) Di-
gital Economy Commission President, and Izmir University of
Economics Lecturer Prof. Dr. Coskun Kiiciik6zmen took place.

TABADER Chairman of the Board Prof. Dr. Mustafa Bayram said
that milling, which is the oldest industry branch of the world,
has shown great development in the last 300 years. Explaining
that the industry and the world are moving towards Industry
5.0, Prof. Dr. Bayram said that the Turkish milling industry
should also keep up with this technological change and trans-
formation. “The world population is aging. A new style of nut-
rition is evolving.” And advised the milling industry stakehol-
ders to invest in R&D and investment in areas such as elderly
foods, baby meals, functional foods, and ready-to-eat foods.
Frankfurt School Senior Agricultural Specialist Ibrahim Oguz, in
his presentation in the same session, stated the risks that await
the world in agriculture and food production; climate chan-
ge, population growth, monopolization, uncertainty in global
food trade, migration, aging agricultural population, physical/

“Countries should do their
homework in establishing food security.” Mr. Oguz underlined
that the key to sustainable food security lies in ‘transformation’
and stated that the areas that need transformation are policy,
science, technology and human resources.

fbrahim Oguz stated that if the right steps are taken, Turkey
will not need to import wheat, and that at least 40% yield inc-
rease can be achieved in wheat only by improving the organic
matter of the soil by 20%, by blowing up the compacted grain
soils once in 3 years and improving the water holding capa-
city of the soil by 10%. recorded. The last presentation of the
session was made by Artificial Intelligence Policy Association
(AIPA) Digital Economy Commission President Prof. Dr. Cos-
kum Kiiciikézmen. He touched upon various topics such as the
place of artificial intelligence in human life, the development
and transformation of technology, the support of countries for
artificial intelligence, chatgpt, the use of artificial intelligence
in the industry sector.

After the lunch sponsored by UNAL GUMRUKLEME and the spe-
ech of Mr. Muhammet Ali Kalkan, the 17th Anniversary Special
Sponsor of TUSAF IDMA Board of Directors, the congress con-
tinued with the fifth session titled “Global Agricultural Product
Markets and New Trade Dynamics”, The session, moderated
by Global AG Protein Founder Emily French, included AgRe-
source Company Grain Analyst Ben Buckner, MD Commodities
Co-Founder Pedro Dejneka, Agricultural Market Analysis Insti-
tute (IKAR) Director Dmitri Rylko. Dmitry Rylko, General Dire-
ctor of Moscow-based Institute of Agricultural Market Studies
(IKAR), who shared the latest harvest and export forecasts of
Russia, the world’s number one wheat exporter, for the 2023-
24 season, announced in his presentation at the congress that
they increased Russia’s wheat production forecast from 84
million tons to 86 million tons. Rylko stated that they increa-
sed the wheat export estimation of Russia from 47 million tons
to 47.5 million tons and pointed out that the origin of wheat
shipments from Russia to Turkey has shifted radically from the
ports in the Azov Sea to the Black Sea ports. Referring to the
decision of international grain giants Viterra, Cargill and LDC to
cease operations in Russia, the senior expert said that despite
this decision to withdraw, the local grain export market con-
tinues to be quite competitive. Rylko shared the information

Pedro H. Dejneka, who is one of the most sought-after names
in international events related to grain markets, also talked
about how Brazil shaped world grain exports in his presentati-
on. MD Commodities co-founder Dejneka said that Brazil, whi-
ch exported less than 10 million tons of corn in 2001, has inc-
reased its corn export by 682% in the last 22 years. Expressing
that he expects Brazil to overthrow the world’s leading corn
exporter USA by exporting 49 million tons of corn this year,
Dejneka gave the US corn export forecast as 46 million tons.

According to Dejneka, who says that Brazil can consolidate its
leadership in corn exports in two years, Brazil will increase its
corn export to 57 million tons in 2025. The Brazilian expert ex-
pects US exports to remain at 47 million tons in the same peri-
od. According to Dejneka, Brazil will increase its share in world
soybean exports to 59% in the 2023-24 season. The share of
the USA will decrease to 28 percent. “How much can Brazil,
which devotes only about 8% of its total land to agricultural
production, increase its exports in the coming years?” Answe-
ring the question, Dejneka stated that this will depend on
continued investments in logistics rather than concerns about
production growth.

During the congress, along with speakers and guests, various to-
pics were discussed, such as climate change, drought, new trade
dynamics, future strategies in agricultural production with limited
natural resources, grain and flour markets, global cereal policies,
technological transformations in production, and the impacts
of global risks and natural disasters on agriculture and the food
system, as well as trade-related matters. The congress provided
a platform for evaluating the problems and proposing solutions in
collaboration with sector leaders.

In this context, we present below the main topics addressed during
the congress, along with the sector’s challenges, proposed soluti-
ons, opportunities, and risks, as well as the outlook from the 2023
season to 2024.

1. The effects of the destructive earthquake that occurred on 6
February 2023, were evaluated, and the support needed by flour
industrialists and sector stakeholders in the region was expressed.
It was emphasized that the region holds a production capacity of
nearly 7 million tons in the flour industry, covering 17% of wheat
production, highlighting the risks involved.

2. Considering that the food industry is an indispensable element,
it was emphasized that the roadmap to prevent food crises in the
future relies on sustainability in agricultural production and food
security.

3. Despite experiencing the driest months in the last 60 years until
the end of February during the current harvest season, the crop
expectations have risen to over 20 million tons with rainfall excee-
ding the average that started in March.

4. To protect the producers, it was stated that continuing the stren-
gthened production policy through the wheat purchase prices and
premium support announced from the 2022 harvest season would
have a positive impact on the market and satisfy producers and
industrialists. Additionally, it was foreseen that the 2023 harvest
season, with promising national and international predictions and
market analyses, would also see a decline in markets due to the
grain corridor and price reductions.

5. It was mentioned that the 2022 harvest season concluded with
an official record of 19.5 million tons, the highest production
amount in the last 5 years, and Tiirkiye’s leading position was furt-
her solidified with over 3 million tons of flour exports, the highesi
figure in recent years. 0

8. Pandemi ve Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi ile birlikte tahil lojistigi-

9. Tiirkiye ve Diinya ekonomisi, bizleri bekleyen kiiresel risk-
ler, dedisen demografik yapi lizerinden durulmus ve gelecekte
tanimin ekonomideki payinin oldukca yiiksek olacaginin alti
cizilmistir.

10. Kiiresel olarak tarimsal emtia fiyatlarinin diismeye devam
ettigini dile getirilmis, bunun sebep olarak da yiiksek devir
stoklar, Rusya’daki yiiksek stok, ABD, AB, Kanada gibi ana
lireticilerde {iretim artisi beklentisi, iklim kosullarinin genel
olarak olumlu seyretmesi, emtia talebindeki diisiis ve Kara-
deniz tahil koridorunun aksamalara radmen acik olmasi sebep
olarak gosterilmistir.
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6. The global crisis, which started with the noticeable impa-
ct of climate change and was further accelerated by changes
in consumption habits due to the pandemic, followed by the
Russia-Ukraine War, has affected the entire world, leading
countries, and nations to face serious food shortages. It was
emphasized that the extension of the grain corridor agree-
ment for the second time instilled confidence in the markets.
The agreement was highlighted not only as a commercial deal
but also as a means to provide access to food for impoveris-
hed countries, thereby preventing a food crisis. The corridor
has facilitated the export of 953 ships and 30.3 million tons of
grain, with 50% being corn and 27% being wheat, resulting in
the production of 16 billion 800 million loaves of bread. In this
context, efforts are ongoing with the United Nations to ensure
that trade continues without interruption due to both humani-
tarian and economic concerns. The importance of having such
a system in place not only for wars but also for natural disasters
was emphasized as beneficial.

7. The statement from the Turkish Grain Board indicated that
the crop expectation has exceeded 20 million tons, and the of-
fice is well-prepared for the harvest season with strong stocks.

8. With the pandemic and the Russia-Ukraine War, it was stres-
sed that the importance of grain logistics has increased, and
Tiirkiye plays a critical role in preventing a global food crisis,
despite facing losses of 5-10% in terms of transportation and
processing, which when considering time and costs, results in
even greater losses along the value chain.

9. The Turkish and global economies were discussed in light of
the upcoming global risks and changing demographic structu-
res, underlining that agriculture will hold a significantly high
share of the economy in the future.

10. It was noted that globally, agricultural commodity prices
continue to decline, attributed to factors such as high carryo-
ver stocks, elevated stocks in Russia, expectations of increased
production in major producers such as the US, EU, and Canada,
generally favorable weather conditions, decreasing demand
for commodities, and the relatively unobstructed operation of
the Black Sea grain corridor despite some disruptions.

11. It was stated that Tiirkiye witnessed an increase in wheat
cultivation for the 2023-24 season, ranging from 2% to 5%
compared to the previous season. The National Grain Council
provided a sowing estimate of 7.3 million hectares. As of April,
the country experienced a 51% increase in rainfall compared to
the normal average and a growth of over 100% compared to
April of the previous year, which was met with satisfaction. Ta-
king into account the high carryover stocks of the Turkish Grain
Board and the private sector, along with the expectation of a
high crop yield, it is anticipated that the season will be abun-
dant and trouble-free.

12. Emphasizing that farmers do not possess a high amount of
valuable assets, the importance of financing electronic product
certificates was highlighted. It was suggested that increasing
product diversity in grain markets and providing farmers with
financial support are critical. Launching futures markets for
agricultural products was also deemed important.

13. In formulating agricultural policies, it was noted that the
pre-harvest announcement of prices is crucial for markets to
provide foresight and for the private sector to position itself.
Implementing product-based policies instead of collective po-
licies was deemed to increase production. Transforming small
parcels of land into production farms through the support of
the private sector would positively impact farmers and the
market.

14. Underlining the imminent threats of climate change, drou-
ght, and particularly a significant water crisis expected within
the next 10 years, it was suggested that reducing irrigation
while increasing organic matter and promoting cereal cultiva-

15. According to the International Grains Council (1GC), the to-
tal global grain production for 2023/24 is expected to be 2.291
billion tons, with trade reaching 407 million tons, consumption
at 2.293 billion tons, and stocks at 581 million tons. The expe-
cted global wheat production for 2023/24 is 787 million tons,
with a trade volume of 193 million tons, consumption of 794
million tons, and stocks of 277 million tons. According to the
US Department of Agriculture (USDA) Report, it is forecasted
that global wheat production will increase by 1.5 million tons
compared to the previous year, with the largest increase ex-
pected in Argentina, and a 6% increase in production for India.
Positive weather conditions are expected to lead to increased
production in the European Union, except for Spain, and record
production is anticipated in Canada. In the United States, a 1%
increase is predicted, while Russia is expected to experience
an 11% decrease in production due to reduced area and yield,
Australia a 26% decrease, and Ukraine a decrease of over 20%.
Global wheat consumption is forecasted to increase by 2.9 mil-
lion tons compared to the previous year, reaching 789.5 million
tons.

16. 1GC’s 2021/22 crop forecast reports indicated that the whe-
at cultivation area was projected to be 7.1 million hectares,
and the base price, price difference payment, and increased
agricultural support provided, taking into account the increase
in input costs for this production year, resulted in satisfaction
among producers and led to an increase in wheat cultivation. It
was also noted that for the 2022-23 production year, the wheat
cultivation area is estimated to be 7.3 million hectares. Consi-
dering changes in cultivation areas, precipitation levels, distri-
bution, and yield-related factors, the wheat crop is expected to
remain at the same level in the Mediterranean region, decrease
by 2% and 5% in the Aegean and Marmara regions, respecti-
vely, increase by 5% in the Central Anatolia region, increase by
7% in the Southeastern and Eastern Anatolia regions, and inc-
rease by 15% in the Black Sea region.

17. As for barley cultivation areas for the 2022-23 production
year, it is projected to be at the same level as the Turkish Statis-
tical Institute’s data from the previous year, which is 3.1 million
hectares. Considering the long-term average of 8 million tons
of barley production, it is estimated that barley production for
this season will increase by 7.5% to reach 8.6 million tons. For
the 2022-23 production season, it is estimated that oats will
be cultivated in an area of 98,000 hectares, and its production
will remain at the same level as in previous years, with an es-
timated output of 215,000 tons. About 115,000 hectares of rye
are expected to be cultivated in the 2022-23 production year,
with a projected increase of 7% in rye production, reaching
300,000 tons. Considering a 5% increase in triticale producti-
on area (105,000 hectares), the triticale crop for the 2022-23
season is assessed to increase by 11.6% compared to the long-
term average, reaching 335,000 tons.

18. Food security and the potential risks ahead were discussed,
emphasizing that approximately 5.9% of the bread produced
in our country is wasted, and the monetary value of this waste
is estimated to be around 5 billion TL annually.

19. To increase production and quality and improve agricul-
tural policies, it is necessary to reevaluate projects that bring
water from other basins to areas with water scarcity and to
expedite ongoing dam and reservoir projects. Approximately
3.5 million hectares of fallow land left unused each year in our
country should be sparsely cultivated during fallow years, and
the cultivation of cool climate cereals, winter legume forage
crops, grain lequmes such as chickpeas and lentils, and oilseed
crops like sunflower and rapeseed should be encouraged. The
income protection insurance application for wheat, which was
piloted in three districts of Konya last production season and
implemented throughout the province this year, was empha-
sized as an important measure to be implemented nationwide.

20. Urgent and effective implementation of social projects to
prevent the depopulation and aging of rural populations is ne-
cessary. To reduce reliance on rainfall and water and address
the lack of organic matter, support for organic and organo-
mineral fertilizers should be increased. In irrigated field crop
areas, a four-year crop rotation declaration system should be
adopted and incentivized.

21. Encouraging producers to invest in renewable energy and
reducing agricultural energy costs was highlighted.

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22. It was noted that milling, the world’s oldest industry, has
undergone significant developments in the last 300 years. The
sector is moving towards Industry 5.0, and the Turkish milling
industry needs to keep up with this technological change and
transformation. Milling industry stakeholders were advised to
invest in research and development in areas such as elderly
foods, baby foods, functional foods, and ready-to-eat foods.

23. Risks awaiting the world in agriculture and food production
are listed as climate change, population growth, monopolizati-
on, uncertainty in the global food trade, migration, aging agri-
cultural population, physical/commercial wars, and epidemic
diseases. Countries need to be prepared in establishing food
security, and it is emphasized that the key to sustainable food
security lies in transformation. The areas that require trans-
formation are mentioned as policy, science, technology, and
human resources.

24. It is highlighted that with the right steps, Tiirkiye will no
longer need to import wheat. By improving the organic matter
in the soil by 20%, detonating compacted grain soils every th-
ree years, and increasing the soil’s water retention capacity by
10%, wheat can achieve a yield increase of at least 40%.

25. Looking at Russia’s latest crop and export forecasts for the
2023-24 season, it is announced that Russia’s wheat producti-
on estimate has increased from 84 million to 86 million tons,
and its wheat export estimate has been raised from 47 million
to 47.5 million tons. Attention is drawn to the significant shift
in wheat shipments from Russia to Tiirkiye, with the origin of
shipments moving from ports in the Azov Sea towards Black
Sea ports. It is also noted that international grain giants Viter-
ra, Cargill, and LDC have decided to suspend their operations in
Russia, but the local grain export market remains highly com-
petitive. These three companies were responsible for expor-
ting about 20% of wheat from Russia’s Black Sea ports, while
state-controlled Demetra and OZK handled approximately
40% of the exports.

26. It is stated that Brazil, which exported less than 10 million
tons of corn in 2001, has increased its corn exports by 682% in
the last 22 years. Brazil is expected to export 49 million tons
of corn this year, dethroning the United States as the world’s
leading corn exporter, whose corn export forecast is 46 million
tons. It is emphasized that Brazil could solidify its leadership in
corn exports within two years, while the United States’ exports
are expected to remain at 47 million tons during the same pe-
riod.

27. The risks for the 2023-24 season in the global agriculture
market include a global economic downturn, supply chain con-
cerns, commodity price decline after January, economic fluctu-
ations, and challenges in corn demand. Global borrowing has
increased in the first quarter compared to the previous year,
and the United States has had a very good start in soybean and
corn planting. However, the wheat export target is expected
to be 28% lower. In the coming periods, the market may face
challenges due to demand difficulties, financing costs, interest
payments, liquidity shortages, and credit restrictions.

28. Sharing the experience gained in agricultural production
with other food producers and preventing waste, as well as the
importance and function of artificial intelligence in storage,
preservation, and the development of new foods and products,
have been discussed. Interdisciplinary work and sectoral coo-
peration have been emphasized as crucial.

29. The importance of vertical farming for efficiency has been
highlighted, stating that although initial application costs mi-
ght be visible, the transition to vertical farming is expected to
increase after 2027, and prices may normalize. Artificial intelli-
gence support can increase production and reduce carbon foo-
tprint, help analyze large amounts of data to develop more re-
silient crop varieties, and enable easy data collection on crops
and soil conditions using robots and drones. Through image
recognition algorithms, diseases and pests can be detected
early, allowing farmers to take preventive measures before
pathogens cause significant damage. Predicting and managing
climate risks, optimizing resource use from food production,
reducing environmental impact by minimizing food and wa-
ter use, and forecasting demand to reduce food waste can be
powerful tools to prevent disruptions in the food supply chain.

30. The impact of natural disasters on agriculture and the food
system has been evaluated, emphasizing that every country
needs to be prepared not only for wars but especially for the
increasing natural disasters caused by climate change.

Instructions;

In a pot, add milk, sugar, cornstarch, flour, and egg yolk. Whisk
the mixture. Place the pot on the stove and start stirring. Cook
until the mixture thickens and becomes bubbly. Remove from
the stove, add vanilla extract, and stir. Let it cool.

While the custard is cooling, stir it occasionally to prevent skin
from forming on the top. Once the custard has cooled, blend
the biscuits in a food processor until they become crumbs.
